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Artist Statement

The work group called “Flagellation” is my second series on the loincloth. Its staring point is
the loincloth as worn by Christ in historic paintings of flagellation scenes. Only at second
glance one recognizes the works depict a young man being tortured. It is not Christ, as no
one knows how he looked, it is the painter’'s model, dressed only in a small cloth which both
covers and accentuates his sex. Often he is portrayed bound, unable to flee. While this
constitutes a terrible situation, our liberal society allows the enjoyment of such situations for
sexual stimulation
